The Gloria (2)

The Gloria is a rejoicing prayer, an exclamation of
praise. It begins with the song of the angels at the
announcement of the birth of Jesus (Luke 2:14), a
heavenly burst of praise fo  r God’s loving action in
the world. But in the GI oria, the song goes on,
leaping, as it were, from height to height, with
every kind of praise, blessi  ng, adoration, glory, and
thanksgiving.

We begin by thanking and praising God the Father;
then we turn our gaze to Christ, the Lamb of God.
The paschal mystery of Chri  st's suffering, death,
and resurrection is found here, at the heart of this
prayer, which descends to the depths with Christ,
but then rises with him to the heavens, where he is
seated at the Father’s ri  ght hand. The Gloria ends
with a series of acclamations to Christ,
emphasizing over and over that he “alone” is the
Holy One, the Lord, the Mo st High, trul y God, with
the Father and the Holy Spir it. Our prayer of praise
ends where it began, in the “glory of God the
Father.” The Gloria, with its arc leading us from the
glory of God to the sufferin g of Christ and again to
glory, is the pattern of the Mass itself. At the
center of all our prayer is the sacrificial love of
Christ.

THE SINS OF THE WORLD

The phrase “the sins of the e

world” shows up six times in S l n S
every Mass: twice in the Gloria,

three times in the Lamb of God,

and once just before communion, when the priest invites
the people to behold the Lamb of God. A careful
worshipper will notice that in the revised English
translation of the Gloria, the word “sin” has changed to
“sins.” For 40 years, Catholics sang in the Gloria, “You
take away the sin of the world.” Now the word is in the
plural.

In all six instances, the word has always been in the
plural in the Latin original from which these English
words are translated. In the first English translation, the
plural Latin word was put into the singular in the Gloria.
The difference is subtle, but “sin” probably refers to the
sinful condition of the world, whereas “sins” probably
refers to the personal sins that we all commit.

It is interesting to note the biblical origin of this phrase.
It probably comes from a place early in John’s Gospel,
when John the Baptist sees Jesus walking toward him
and says, “Here is the Lamb of God who takes away the
sin of the world!: (1:29). “Sin” is in the singular. It’s
that way in Greek, the language in which John’s Gospel
was first written.

So the first English translation of the Gloria may have
been taking worshipers back to biblical roots. But just
as the first line of the Gloria alludes to but does not
exactly quote the song of the angels at the birth of Jesus
(Lk 2:14), so this line makes a slight variation. Because
the Latin word has always been in the plural, now the
English as well. Worshipers take comfort in knowing
that Jesus has come to take away the sinful condition, as
well as the individual sins, of the world.

St. Valentine

Every February we celebrate
Valentine's Day by giving
flowers, candy and cards to
those we love. We do this in
honor of Saint Valentine. You
may be wondering, "Who is St.
Valentine"? Time to brush up
on your Valentine's history!

Legend has it that Valentine
was a priest who served during
third century Rome. There was an Emperor at that
time by the name of Claudius IT. Emperor Claudius IT
decided that single men made better soldiers than
those that were married. With this thought in mind he
outlawed marriage for young men in hopes of building a
stronger military base. Supposedly, Valentine, decided
this decree just wasn't fair and chose to marry young
couples secretly. When Emperor Claudius IT found out
about Valentine's actions he had him put to death.

Another legend has it that Valentine was an imprisoned
man who fell in love with his jailor's daughter. Before
he was put to death he sent the first 'valentine'
himself when he wrote her a letter and signed it 'Your
Valentine', words still used on cards today.

Perhaps we'll never know the true identity and story
behind the man named St. Valentine, but this much is
for sure...February has been the month to celebrate
love for a long time, dating clear back to the Middle
Ages. In fact, Valentines ranks second only to
Christmas in number of greeting cards sent.

Another valentine gentleman you may be wondering
about is Cupid (Latin cupido, "desire"). In Roman
mythology Cupid is the son of Venus, goddess of love.
His counterpart in Greek mythology is Eros, god of
love. Cupid is often said to be a mischievous boy who
goes around wounding both gods and humans with his
arrows, causing them to fall in love.
