PREPARING FOR THE NEW TRANSLATION OF
THE MASS

Daily Prayer Suggestions

One way to prepare for the new translation of the
Mass is to make the new words and phrases part of
your daily prayer, perhaps following the suggestions
below. You might also want to remember in your
prayers those who are working to help all of us to
pray in these new words, especially the priests who
will be learning almost the entire Missal anew.

Use “We praise you, we bless you, we adore you,
we glorify you” (from the Gloria) as a daily
prayer. Repeat it several times, focusing on
these different ways that we pray to God.

Reflect on the different ways the Creed describes
Christ (Light from Light; begotten, not made).
Include “consubstantial with the Father” as
you pray about how the Father, Jesus Christ,
and the Holy Spirit are one God.

Repeat the prayer “It is right and just to give
thanks to the Lord our God” several times
during the day.

Find a copy of the new Memorial Acclamations
and use one as your daily offering in the
morning, your night prayer before bedtime, or
a table grace.

When you walk through your door at home, pray,
“Lord, I am not worthy that you should enter
under my roof, but only say the word and my
soul shall be healed.”

Sometimes people ask if it is permissible to receive
Holy Communion more than once a day. The norm
is to receive the Lord once a day. (This rule is
meant to avoid a previous abuse during which
people would “church-hop”, going to receive Holy
Communion from many churches in one day so as
to become “holier”.) Occasions might arise,
however, in which you find yourself celebrating at
more than one Mass (for example, attending a
funeral, a wedding, a Confirmation, or another
occasion of special significance). Then, of course,
an additional communion is certainly approved.

All Hallows Eve—the night before All Saints Day is
The Vigil of, or evening before, All Hallows' ("Hallows'
Eve," or "Hallowe'en") came, in Irish popular piety, to
be a day of remembering the dead who are neither in
Purgatory or Heaven, but are damned, and these
customs spread to many parts of the world. Thus we
have the popular focus of Hallowe'en as the
reality of Hell, hence its scary
character and focus on evil and how
to avoid it, the sad fate of the souls
of the damned, etc.

Also from the Irish come the carved Jack-o-
lanterns, which were originally carved turnips.

The legend surrounding the
Jack-o-Lantern is this:

There once was an old
drunken trickster named Jack, a
man known so much for his
miserly ways that he was known
as "Stingy Jack," He loved making mischief on
everyone -- even his own family, even the Devil
himself! One day, he tricked Satan into climbing up
an apple tree -- but then carved Crosses on the
trunk so the Devil couldn't get back down. He
bargained with the Evil One, saying he would
remove the Crosses only if the Devil would promise
not to take his soul to Hell; to this, the Devil
agreed.

After Jack died, after many years filled with vice,
he went up to the Pearly Gates -- but was told by
St. Peter that he was too miserable a creature to
see the Face of Almighty God. But when he went to
the Gates of Hell, he was reminded that he
couldn't enter there, either! So, he was doomed to
spend his eternity roaming the earth. The only good
thing that happened fo him was that the Devil
threw him an ember from the burning pits to light
his way, an ember he carried inside a hollowed-out,
carved turnip.

Halloween and All Saints

Halloween is the eve of Hallowmass, better known to
modern Christians as All Saints’ Day. Hallowmass
celebrates God’s harvesting into heaven the faithful
of every age, culture and walk of life. It is a day of
glorious rejoicing.

Saints are people who, by their joyful ser-
vice, have extended the love of God to others. The
Roman martyrology—the list of the saints officially
recognized as such by the church—contains over ten
thousand names. And those are only the saints whose
names we remember! All Saints’ Day also remem-
bers those holy people whom no one but God any
longer knows. The reading for the day from the Book of Revelation describes “a great multitude

that no one could count.”

The abundance of the harvest of souls is perfectly suited to observance in the northern
hemisphere in late autumn. That’s why in North America All Saints’ Day and Halloween are
brightened with corn shocks, pumpkins, apples, nuts and other signs of nature’s bounty.

The American tradition of Halloween ghost-and-goblin madness comes from Celtic
lands, where the spirits of the dead were thought to roam the earth for one night before winter be-
gan. To ward off their fear of the supernatural, people sat around huge bonfires, telling stories and
sharing the fruits of the harvest. Children were sent round to beg for fuel for the fire. Although the
practice of “trick-or-treating” has its roots in pre-Christian Celtic tradition, it would be a mistake
to write off the practice as devil worship. In Christ, all things have been made new. And so we
dress as ghosts and goblins to laugh at the devil, who has lost ultimate power over God’s beloved
children.

In Mexico, especially in the southern state of Oaxaca, families go and tend the graves of
their loved ones at this time of year. In the middle of Halloween night, they have a fiesta with
masks, food, sweets (like miniature skulls made of candy) and bunches upon bunches of mari-
golds—all by the light of candles in the cemetery! Those who have gone before us, marked with
the sign of faith, are still members of the family!

All Souls

November 2

Because we know that death is not the end of life,
it is not morbid for us Christians to visit the graves
of our loved ones who have died. It is good to visit
the cemetery, especially on November 2 and then
throughout the month of November, when the
church celebrates the communion of saints and =
souls and looks forward to that harvest at the end of time when all will be
gathered into the new Jerusalem.

We decorate the graves of our loved ones because we believe that in baptism
they have died with Christ and thus Christ will raise them up. So we place on
the grave an evergreen wreath—the ancient crown of victory over death and a
reminder of the eternal life promised to us in the first sacrament. Or we light
vigil candles on the grave, keeping one lit throughout November—a reflection
of the light of Christ given to each one of us on our baptism day, and a re-
minder of the wise bridesmaids who kept their lamps lit while waiting for the
groom to come so that the wedding could begin.

Remember Mary Magdalene and the other two Marys going to visit Jesus’
tomb. Confident that what they found, you will one day find, make pilgrimages
to the graves of your loved ones this month.

Pray at each grave:

Eternal rest grant unto Name, O Lord,

and let perpetual light shine upon her/him.
May she/he rest in peace.

May her/his soul, and the souls

of all the faithful departed,

through the mercy of God,

rest in peace.

Amen.
